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WDRA Farmers Awareness Programs 

Dr. Mansi Mathur, Dr. Satish  Pant & Mr. Sathyendra 
Kumar conducted one day Farmers Awareness  Pro-
grams in 9 districts of Rajasthan during January to 
March, 2018 for Warehousing Development and Regula-
tory Authority (WDRA) .The objectives of the programs 
was to make the farmers, traders & dal mill owners 
aware about Warehousing Development  & Regulation 
Act, 2007,  benefits of Negotiable warehouse receipts & 
to encourage them to store their agricultural produce in 
the WDRA registered warehouses. The program re-
ceived good response from farmers and then interaction 
with the resource persons gave them a platform to give 
suggestions & resolve issues relating to warehousing. 

Carbon Farming:  An Ecological Approach 

The green matter of plants, Chlorophyll aiding the most complicated process i.e. photosynthesis  
commingling the resources to yield carbohydrates (CHO’s). Carbon a non-metallic chemical com-
pound entailing all the known life of earth as well becomes an important aspect of agricultural pro-
duction where it is trans-formed into food, fodder, fuel , flora & fauna . Soil Organic Carbon (SOC) 
forms the basis of judging the soil fertility and is a part of the natural carbon cycle. And surprisingly 
soil holds twice the amount of carbon that is found in plants and atmosphere. Carbon farming arose 
from the same criteria of withholding carbon in vegetation or soil and reducing the emission of green-
house gasses. Inhuman activities trigged emission of intoxicants and agriculture is the one with such 
potential to transform emittance and seize CO2 in the soil. It simply ranges from land management 
practices to whole integrated farm plan to pileup carbon accumulation in soil and vegetation. Practic-
es included: Grazing management, Organic Farming, Soil Inoculants, Perma-culture, Agrofor-
estry, Landsman-ship, Pyrolysis of biomass (Biochar), Low methane animal genetics etc. Tack-
ling global warming, soil fertility and rehabilitating biodiversity are its booming factors.
